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Abstract (in English)

The subject of the Ph.D. thesis is the philological study and investigation
of all kinds of terminology of spiritual struggle in the Works of Saint John
Chrysostom, with the aim of highlighting the way of using this kind of
terminology on behalf of the sacred father within the broader exegetical /
homiletical and theological / pastoral affinity of his Works. In the sense of a
term "spiritual struggle" is meant every term, phrase, and verbal / rhetorical
scheme -either literally or symbolically- in the form of the experience of the

struggling Christian.

Methodologically, the dissertation will not be limited to the simple
lexicographic study, classification and presentation of all relevant terms and
expressions but will extend to the examination of issues such as the various
rhetorical ways of using this terminology, and even comparatively, both in
relation to the Fathers of the 4th century AD, as well as in relation to the
relative terminology of the Holy Bible and the previous ecclesiastical literary
works, as well as to the rhetorical texts of the classical antiquity and how

these are incorporated, philologically, in his Works.
