Abstract

Corporal and verbal violence in Egypt as expressed and described in
papyri from the Augustan Age until Late Antiquity

The proposed doctoral dissertation aims to study and interpret cases of violence
(corporal and verbal) that the citizens of Roman Egypt underwent, as these are
presented and expressed by the victims on the corresponding papyri excerpts (petitions
to competent authorities by victims claiming for the administration of justice in the
form of private letters and other private documents). The parameters of investigation
concern the linguistic expression of the accusations regarding the cases of violence
(especially concerning the petitions to competent authorities), the social class of those
involved, their gender, the plausibility of what they claim, and the demanded reparation
and restoration from those that harmed them. Furthermore, under examination are the
types of the corporal violence (e.g. the parts of the body that suffered abuse), the type
of verbal abuse, the possibility of those involved knowing each other, the initiative that
triggered the violent behavior and also instances of violence documented by prisoners.
Consequently, the judicial system of the Roman Empire presents an interest as a whole;
and more particularly, by which means it administered justice, whether it pertained a
consistent character in all provinces of the Empire, who had direct access to the judicial
system, and at which instances the citizens sought justice in case they were abused
(perhaps this action was their last resort?). Last but not least, is the examination

involving the violence that is recorded on magical papyri and other non-literary papyri.
