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PLUTARCH’S VITAE: PHOKION AND CATO THE YOUNGER.
INTRODUCTION AND COMMENTARY

In the present PhD thesis it is commented the pair of Vitae Parallel of Phokion and
Cato the Younger. The Thesis has the follow structure: A. Introduction; B. Commentary;
Appendix: The text.

In the Introduction we examine the following subjects: (1) Plutarch’s life and work; (2)
Plutarch and Rome; (3) The Biography as a literary genre; (4) The historical context; (5)
Phokion and Cato; (6) Plutarch’s ethics in Vitae Parallel; (7) Phokion: An example of
political virtue? (8) Cato: The example of the stoic sage or the mirror of the roman
respublica; (9) Plutarch’s Cato and Lucan’s Cato.

The commentary is not only historical, as the majority of the commentaries, but also
philological — a ‘running’ commentary. It focuses in the presentation by Plutarch both of the
characters, Phokion’s and Cato’s. Both of them they ‘choose’ the suicide, when the battle has
been lost. On the one hand, Phokion, as Socrates, ‘chooses’ to drink the poison; on the other
hand, Cato, an example of the stoicism, neither he is going to beg Caesar nor he will ask for a
favour but he will prefer the death. The comparison between Plutarch’s Cato and Lucan’s
Cato has the aim to present the characher of that great man.

This PhD thesis has the following advantages: (i) this is the first commentary in this
pair of vitae (i.e. Phokion and Cato the Younger); (ii) it is an historical and philological
running commentary, whereas the majority of the commentaries are only historical; (iii) we
examine all the sources that are used by Plutarch for Phokion and Cato; (iv) we correct many

‘mistakes’ of the text that Gértner ‘did not see’ in his edition (Teubner 31993).
