A CONTRIBUTION TO THE STUDY OF EUTHYMIOS MALAKES’ LIFE AND WORK

Euthymios Malakes is undoubtedly one of the most important Byzantine literati
of the twelfth century, which is considered to be the golden age of Byzantine rhetoric.
A major part of his life is connected with the metropolis of Neai Patrai (Hypate),
following the same life pattern with other important erudite of his time, such as
Eustathios of Thessalonike and Michael Choniates who served as metropolitans in
Thessalonike and Athens respectively, and with whom he was closely associated with
bonds of friendship during their time in Constantinople. In toto, his corpus consists of
several encomia, funeral orations, rhetorical prooimia, many letters as well as an
epigram.

The main aim of the thesis will be the study of Euthymios Malakes’ life and
work. After the presentation of a more detailed image of his life, then | will focus on
the delineation of his authorial identity in order to rediscover the intriguing personality
and character of the learned metropolitan as well as to highlight the peculiarity of his
style and the value of his work. Therefore, the aim of the present prosopocentric study
is to fill the absence of a thorough, modern and cumulative historical and literary study
towards Malakes’ life and work, which is arguably a desideratum in the field of the

Byzantine rhetoric of the twelfth century.
