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Abbreviations and Symbols in Greek Papyri

The proposed PhD dissertation aims to examine the symbols and abbreviations in
ancient Greek papyri. Saving time, space, and even energy was the main motivation in
the ancient world for the widespread use of abbreviations and symbols in papyri — and
not only — when producing written texts of a period, in which all the texts were
handwritten. They were used both by those tasked with copying literary papyri and by
those whose texts served the practical needs of the daily communication,
administration, and accounting (e.g. writers, tax collectors, etc.). Abbreviations and
symbols therefore correspond to both literary and documentary papyri, as well as to all
known writing materials in the ancient world: papyri, ostraca, wood, parchment,
inscriptions, etc. At first glance, rules in the production of abbreviations do not appear
to exist and words’ abbreviations seem to be more or less arbitrary. However, looking
closer and as the abbreviation or symbol is intended to be read by a different person, it
is absolutely understood that anything abbreviated by the transmitter should also be
easily understood by the receiver. Examining papyri in more detail, one finds out that
the abbreviation and symbol systems, which are created to meet basic practical needs —
despite the occasional appearance of random choices when abbreviating words —
typically exhibit large similarities among them, which would not be an exaggeration if
they were characterized as "abbreviation conventions”. As the form and shape of letters
change over the centuries, the same happens to the form as well as the techniques and
methods of abbreviating words, which are being transformed over time.

This dissertation will deal with both the construction of an extensive index of

symbols and abbreviations of documentary papyri, as well as the critical examination



and interpretation of the above mentioned phenomenon, the techniques, methods, and
basic principles concerning the abbreviation of words and their changes during the
Ptolemaic (332 BCE-31 BCE), Roman (31 BCE-330 CE), Byzantine (330 CE-641
CE) and early Arabic period of Egypt (641 CE-799 CE).
