ABSTRACT

The present paper aims to study the letters of Flavius Philostratus’ II. There are three
writers in greek literature under this name, including some sophists from Lemnos. The
difficulty in discovering the real writer of the surviving works has been evident since
the ancient years, as there is much confusion in the ancient sources about the matter.
The purpose of this paper is the extensive study of the 73 letters attributed to
Philostratus Il. Given the fact that the research in the field of ancient greek
epistolography is limited, an extensive study of the Philostratean letters is attempted,
as well as their placing in the historical context, their interpretation, translation and
language study, in order to create an accurate commentary, as a point of reference in

research.
