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Epiphanios-Stephanos Dimitriadis (1760-1827). His life and work

The thesis in question concerns the life and work of Epiphanios-Stephanos
Dimitriadis (1760-1827), a scholar of Neo-Hellenic Enlightenment. Although he is
considered to be the first comedy writer of recent years and the one who introduced
the science fiction genre, there has not been much research in the history of literature,
theater and -more generally- in the bibliography of Enlightenment as far as his work is
concerned.

He remains relatively unknown despite the impressive variety of unpublished
(manuscripts) and published work: comedy, tragedy, short tale, philosophical
dialogues, utopia, science fiction, poems and verse. On the one hand, he is the
translator of three notable writers of the Enlightenment: the French writers Louis
Sébastien Mercier and Delisle de Sales and the Spanish Baltasar Gracian. On the other
hand, he is the writer of original literature works, which remain either unpublished in
manuscripts or partly published and generally dispersed. However, the aesthetics, the
in depth knowledge of foreign writers, the topics and genres variety and the linguistic
diversity should place his work among the most important ones in the age of
Enlightenment. In conclusion, this thesis aims at: (a) the enrichment of 18" century
literature by publishing and analyzing manuscripts which present an aesthetic,
comparative, theatrical, scientific, religious, ideological and philosophical interest; (b)
the enlargement of the prosopography of the period in question by establishing his
influence in the history of Neo-Hellenic literature, theater and intellectuality in

general.
